The Japanese language classes are optional.

There are two classes, “Seminar: Japanese” and “Seminar: Japanese Culture”, each of

which corresponds to 2 credits and is offered at 5 different levels from beginning to

advance.

There are also Tokusetsu Nihongo (literally translated as “Special Japanese”) classes,

such as “Introductory Japanese”, “Intermediate Japanese”, “Advanced Japanese”,

“Advanced Japanese Reading”, “Advanced Japanese Writing”, “Chinese Character”,

and “Japanese Language Proficiency Test”. These classes are not regular courses.

Students who wish to tranefer credits should contact their own universities in

advance.

Students will be advised to take classes based on the result of a placement test at the

beginning of the semester.
